Introduction

Eight years have passed since the foundation of the Apo&tbiiinistration in Atyrau. We are still at
the beginning stages of our pastoral work, which is the main pugdasur stay in Kazakhstan. Apart
from the strictly pastoral work in our parishes, we are aisolved in social assistance and teaching
English and Italian. Guitar lessons are given as well.

In the year 2007 there were nine priests, two nuns and about twdaot{s working in our
Administration. The lay volunteers stayed in Kazakhstan foraast lgeveral weeks: 7 in Atyrau, 8 in
Aktjubinsk, 1 in Uralsk, 4 in Aktau. Their presence is undoubtedly a testimony of dgewliech has
helped to enrich our contribution to society both socially and spiritually.

The rapid and intensive progress in the growth and the role #fakakh language in the economy of
this country is very noticeable. It seems that in the nexlykars in the west of Kazakhstan, it will be
very difficult to work in any administrative and public fielvithout the command of this language.
Our future depends a great deal on the ability to find praastsnuns willing to learn the Kazakh
language.

Thanks to God and the aid of many organizations and private persomsanage to gradually build
the foundation for our pastoral work. The church and the parish leergeconsecrated in Kulsary
after their reconstruction.

In the parish centre difféveatre groups perform musicals and
plays several times per year. For the youth active in ournpagsannually organize summer camps in
Aktau.

the Catholic Parish of the Sacred Heart of Jesus was
established in the city of Aktau. In February 2007, an
apartment for the parish was bought. On March 26
2007 our parish was officially registered by the local
state authorities.

For the time being the liturgy is being celebratad
Stanislava Kostinskaya’'s — one of our first
parishioners’ apartment. After reconstructing our apartment, we have a small chapel here.

In August 2007 the family of Gonzalez Trigo Jose Maria and
Montero Manzano Maria Mercedes with their four children
came to Aktau. In October 2007 Villacura Rios Ximena
Cecilia arrived in Aktau. They all belong to the
neocathecumenal movement.

The parish, which is the youngest in our Apostolic
Administration, is still in the making. A priest with a
command of English and Italian is being sought to take care
of the foreigners working in this region.

Obtaining a piece of land for the construction of the church is
a priority. We are also looking for means to purchase an
apartment for the mission family.
