Plastering of walls and ceilings;
Installation of doors;
Finishing of washrooms;
Hooking up of phone;
Installation of the eaves troughs and drainpipes for
rainwater along the entire building;
Fence, gates and wickets on the church’s territory;
Surface - hardening of the driveways to the church,
the rectory and the garage,;
Brick paving, lighting outside the building;
Land-, garden- and lawn- landscaping —within the church’s property.
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
