The parish was established on March 25, 2003. Fr. Zbigniew Kotlinski CSsR was the 
first parish priest. Since May 3, 2005 Fr. Jan Trela has been its pastor. Between May 
30, 2005 and August 2007 he was assisted by Fr. Wojciech Ma� lanka.  
 
The construction of the church in Uralsk has been going on since 2004. This year, 
2007, the fittings have been completed in the church and the pastoral centre. The 
building is ready for occupancy, though there is still some work to be done, particularly 
in the basement. The building is equipped with central heating, hot water and 
electricity. There are living quarters and a kitchen, which are being furnished at 
present. In the near future, we will begin the procedures connected with the building 
technical inspection and the purchase of land. 
 
About the Catholic Church in Uralsk:  
 

�  Church size: 180 Square Meters; 
�  Entire Complex when completed – 1,200 Square Meters; 
�  Church Seating – 180 people, with choir loft 240 people;  
�  Tentative date of the dedication of the church – July, 22nd 2008. 

 

To be completed in the church: 
 

�  Tiling of floor in the nave and the presbytery; securing of the altar, the pulpit and the baptismal font 
(already bought and brought to Uralsk); 

�  Installation of the amplifying system: microphones and loudspeakers; 
�  Installation of the ventilation system; 
�  Final painting of the whole church; 
�  Assembling of the church benches (already bought and brought to Uralsk). 

In the basement of the building: 
�  Insulation of concrete floorings; 
�  Ceramic tiles – floors; 
�  Plastering of walls and ceilings; 
�  Installation of doors; 
�  Finishing of washrooms; 
�  Hooking up of phone; 
�  Installation of the eaves troughs and drainpipes for 

rainwater along the entire building; 
�  Fence, gates and wickets on the church’s territory; 
�  Surface - hardening of the driveways to the church, 

the rectory and the garage; 
�  Brick paving, lighting outside the building; 
�  Land-, garden- and lawn- landscaping –within the church’s property.
